Objectives

Revision of Year 5 spelling curriculum (as appropriate).

| can use my knowledge of root words, prefixes and suffixes to apply a range of spelling strategies.
| can understand the origin of some words and how their meanings have changed over time.

| can use any dictionary or thesaurus effectively.

| can distinguish between homophones and other words which are often confused.

| can add suffixes beginning with vowel letters to words ending in —fer.

| can use a range of Year 6 spelling rules.

e spell words with endings that sound like /’as/ spelt —cious or —tious.
e spell words with endings that sound like /’al/ spelt —cial or —tial.
e spell words ending in —ant, -ance/-ancy, -ent, -ence/-ency.
